HUNTLY GOES TO THE OLYMPICS by Frank Musgrave

Three members of Huntly Nordic Ski Club, PJ Barrepresenting Ireland and Andrew Musgrave and Andrewng
(along with Fiona Hughes of Yorkshire Dales Ski ljluepresenting Great Britain, qualified for thel@Q0Olympic
Winter Games in Vancouver, Canada. Roy Young oftikiudordic Ski Club was GB Head Coach. This wagreat
achievement by both athletes and coach (who caad imagined this all those years ago when Royttadids doing
roller ski races round the industrial estate, befihe roller ski track was built?). For a suppatarmy of Barron,
Musgrave and Young families, along with coaches faimhds, this was an opportunity not to be misaed we all
arrived in Whist!er to savour one of the great sipgrevents of the world.
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In fact, arriving in Whistler (2 hours drive inlafi®om Vancouver) was a challenge in itself. Londooe we knew who
had been selected it seemed as if all flights tacdaver were booked up, all houses in Whistler thagh let out for
exorbitant sums of money and Olympic tickets weast fselling out. All frustration was banished wheea finally
arrived in Vancouver (in our case via San Frangdisca found everyone to be so friendly. Any locabple we met
who had been against holding the Olympics in Waiisdll said they had changed their minds — it wgseat event and
they were pleased to be part of it. Everyone wésflle-armies of volunteers in bright turquoisekats (the "smurfs”)
were available with advice if you didn't know whéoego or what to do.

We assembled the weekend before the cross coukitng £ompetition: one house full of Barrons, Musges and
Angharad and another house full of Youngs and ivelat Never have so many air miles been spent ¢h sugood
cause. To the races! While Vancouver was shorhofvsand had been forced to truck it in, the crasmtry ski tracks
at Callaghan Valley had plenty of snow. The weelkrpto the games had been unseasonably warm, wathawd
difficult conditions on the tracks, but colder waat returned and the first day of cross country petition dawned
nice and crisp. And | mean dawned — we had to genhuhe dark to go in to Whistler to catch theeflguses which
were the only way of getting to the tracks. Fortahaeveryone was in good spirits. Our fame hadegieefore us — as
we went to get on the bus the steward said "you meisrom Huntly"! The buses had been requisitibfrem as far
away as Florida and the bus drivers were havinglla(hot to mention getting lost on occasion). &t the venue all
spectators had to go through security, but eveinwha bearable. Lots of channels, short queues)dly people doing
the checks — if only Heathrow was like this!

The only grumble about security was that that tiweuld not allow any liquids in the venue. Not besailary was
going to blow up the games with her bottle of wabert so that you had to drink Coke ("official sport’). Past the ice
sculptures and totem poles, finally at the stadiuats of vendors where you can get a cup of coffbide you wait (if

you can manage the rest of the day without an aminaaleg). And, after you've had your coffee, mpoetaloos than
you have ever seen lined up for your convenienocabably the shiniest, most spotless portaloos eiamessed.

The fact that Canada did so well in all the disogs certainly helped the atmosphere. There weysdyeens all round
Whistler — you couldn't get away from the Olympiar@es. "Go Canada Go". When Canada were on theldyihp
ice hockey | think the whole nation was on theetgavatching. What an atmosphere. When there wasass country
skiing we had the opportunity to see some biattdod bobsleigh and go downhill skiing. The slopesenamost
empty while everyone watched the games, so we kildith no lines at the lift. Even on the slopgés security was
visible — armed, uniformed police mingled on thepsls with recreational skiers and chatted on fte (&lthough the
fact that one had his gun covered in snow suggektddhey were not in fact the greatest skierBe $econd week of
the games the supporters club slowly diminishegeasple had to return home, and now we could rdiadyit up —
stretching the bottle of wine to only 5 or 6 peopiet the 9 we shared it among the first week!

For the athletes this was a great opportunity. Tiveye great ambassadors for Huntly and their ressgeak for
themselves— see Roy's article on the BNDS websit&tpe they enjoyed it as much as we did.
